In the News

Students explored theOnline Safety Act 2023, a piece of legislation designed to protect 
young people from harmful content online.

Key learning points included:

ü Adult content sites now require age verification, either through facial scanning or uploading ID.

ü Large online platforms now have a legal dutyto remove harmful or illegal content.

ü The Act has already reduced traffic to adult sites significantly.

ü Critics argue the law could also result in the removal of legal but sensitive content, sparking debate about freedom of 
information.

This discussion encouraged students to think critically about how online safety is balanced with individual rights and 
freedoms.
